	Connection Procedure:

1. The applicant must give at least 3 weeks notice of intention to make water connection.  

2. The position of the watermain should be ascertained from the local caretaker and the applicant should then expose the watermain (hole around watermain should be at least 1.2m square or larger if mains is deeper or ground is poor, advice should be requested from the Area Engineer,and extend to at least 100mm below bottom of watermain).  

3. Offaly County Council personnel will then make the connection. 

4.  If the road has to be excavated, the road surface should firstly be cut using a pavement saw and the narrowest trench possible used.  Please note watermain should be at least 1.2m below road surface. Also please note that a road opening licence will be required and suitable Traffic Management arrangements.  If these are not in place Offaly County Council personnel will refuse to make the connection and any cost incurred will be at the applicants expense.
