CONFERENCES:

It was agreed to continue  the existing procedure whereby conferences are listed on the Agenda for Committee Meetings for consideration & then agreed at the Monthly meetings of the council.
TO FIX TIME & DATE FOR MONTHLY MEETING OF THE COUNCIL:

The Town Clerk proposed an amendment to Standing Orders to change the time of meetings to 4pm on the second Monday of each month.    Cllrs Carroll & Sheils opposed the change from 7.00pm to 4.00pm.
Meetings will continue to be held on the second Monday of each month.
The Town Clerk advised the members that it was necessary following the election of the new Council to reconstitute the membership of the Joint Policing Committee.   It was agreed that the 9 members of the council be members of same.

The members were advised that Offaly County Council would be preparing a new SPC Scheme.   It was agreed that the Chairperson of the Council be mandated to meet with the Chairpersons of Tullamore & Edenderry Town Councils to agree the rotation of representatives on the SPC’s from the Town Councils.
It was also agreed that the Chairperson be mandated to meet with the Chairpersons of the other Town Councils to agree representation on Offaly County Development Board & Offaly Integrated Company.

The Chairperson advised the members of the content of letter received from former Councillor A Hynes-Spain wishing the new council every success & expressing thanks to the management, staff & members for the friendship, courtesy & assistance extended to her during her time on the Council.
