1. CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 2nd OCTOBER, 2008
On the proposal of Cllr. Hogan and seconded by Cllr. O.Neill, the minutes of the Joint Policing meeting held on the 2nd October 2008 were confirmed and signed.
Cllr McDonnell wished Denis Bowe well in his retirement and thanked him for his tremendous contribution to Joint Policing committee and Edenderry.  All members shared with this statement.  It was proposed by Cllr O’Neill and seconded by Cllr McDonnell to send a letter to Denis wishing him well on his retirement.
2. REVIEW WORKPLAN 2009
a) Resident association – It was agreed to select The Sycamores as the location for a new resident association.

b) Neighbourhood watch – Churchview/Greenwood/Fair Green was selected for new neighbourhood watch.  Meeting to be held on the 18th May.  90% forms returned to support setting up of scheme.  – Clonmullen was selected as neighbourhood watch to be regenerated.
c) Database to be set up would consist of all committee members to be circulated among members only.

d) Lighting – O’Connell square was selected as area where lighting could be improved.  Offaly County Council to make contact with ESB.

e) Traffic calming – Blundell wood was selected as area.  Signage put in place to date.

f) Amenity park – Whole area of a site still an outstanding issue.  

g) Derelict sites – Old Tesco store highlighted as site which would create most success for Gardai to combat anti social behaviour.  Cllr Hogan and Cllr Carroll to meet planning staff in relation to derelict sites.
