1. Confirmation of Minutes of Meeting held on 3rd November, 2008.

On the proposal of Cllr. Fitzpatrick and seconded by Cllr. McDonnell the minutes of Edenderry area meeting held on the 3rd November, 2008 were confirmed and signed.
2. Housing
Martin Quinn delivered housing report for the Edenderry Area.

Issues raised
· Killane housing estate be completed as soon as is possible
· Purchase of second hand houses for area such as Daingean, Rhode and Portarlington Cllr Fitzpatrick questioned would 2 be enough for Portarlington.  Martin Quinn stated all that housing can afford.

· Sites in Bracknagh that are not sold will have to be sold on the open market
· Geashill will be in Edenderry electoral area after June 09 for housing.  Water services have different distribution networks and boundary areas can be different.

· Regeneration submission for Churchview not back from Department.  Members requested urgent action with regard to apartments as anti social behaviour and illegal dumping increasing in this area.
· Department policy at the moment is to rent accommodation.

3. Water Services
Gavin Cobb delivered water services report for Edenderry Area.  

Issued raised
· area engineer and staff complimented for work carried on rising main for Avondale, Portarlington.
· Time frame for completion of Edenderry sewerage scheme depends on the Department.

· Issues relating to contamination at source for group water schemes to be looked at and funding dependent.

· Pumping station on Carrick Road, Edenderry will be up and running by end of Feb should alleviate flooding problems experienced in 2008.

· Kilclonfert and Ballycommon Group water schemes were welcomed.
· Keep Walsh Island and Rhode sewerage plants on the agenda for future works as at full capacity to date. 
4. Upgrade of paid parking

Issues raised
· warden duties

· loading bays

· schools need to promote awareness of parking issues at schools

· Area engineer and staff complimented re introduction of paid parking

· Review process to take place Nov/Dec 2009 where all issues can be readdressed

· Bus Eireann issues need to be addressed as soon as possible

5. Development contribution report
10 million taken since 2001, 7million pent on capital works to date.  It was clear from the report that substantial money taken in the North Offaly area spent in the Offaly area.  It was proposed by Cllr McDonnell and seconded by Cllr Bourke that the report be circulated to Edenderry Town Council members.

6. AOB
Cllr Foran asked that a double yellow line be placed outside Clonbullogue school.  Damien Grennan will consult with local Gardai at the possibility of this.
Cllr Carroll asked about Carrick Road surfacing.  Damien Grennan explained that this is the responsibility of the private contractor who carried out the works on the Carrick Road.

Cllr Foran asked about Derrycorris Drive estate.  Frank Heslin explained that planning enforcement is following up on enforcement notice.

Cllr McDonnell asked about road restoration policy as potholes serious problem with weather conditions.  Damien Grennan explained all area staff available working on filling potholes.
