1. CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MONTHLY MEETING HELD ON 8TH APRIL, 2009
On the proposal of Cllr Quinlan and seconded by Cllr Murrin the minutes of the Edenderry Town Council meeting held on the 8th April, 2009 were confirmed and signed. 
2. R402 – EDENDERRY TO ENFIELD ROAD

An Bord Pleanala confirmed the CPO for the R402.  The allocation from the Department has been reduced from €5million to €500,000 following the April 7th budget.  Work on preparation of contract documents is proceeding.
All members were in agreement that collectively they played their part in driving this road improvement however unfortunate that money was cut.  It was proposed by Cllr Foley and seconded by Cllr Hogan that a letter of thanks be sent to Mr Des O’Connor, Kildare County Council to thank him for his contribution with the R402 and for all his correspondence with Edenderry Town Council. 
3. AMBULANCE BAY

A successful meeting was held with Minister Mary Harney on 22nd April, 2009 at 6pm in Lenister House.  All members were in agreement that from the meeting the provision of a new ambulance bay for Edenderry was not possible however an inefficiency in the service for Edenderry and surrounding areas was and therefore an ambulance service was hopeful.  This is the responsibility of the HSE and discussions are taking place to source a location for where the ambulance can be parked.

It was proposed by Cllr Quinlan and seconded by Cllr Carroll to write a letter of thanks to Minister Maloney for making the meeting possible and his contribution.

It was proposed by Cllr McDonnell and seconded by Cllr Quinlan to write a letter of thanks to Minister Harney for meeting the delegation from Edenderry Town Council and for her honestly with regard to funding.

It was proposed by Cllr Foley and seconded by Cllr Carroll to write to Assistant director Frank McClintock from the HSE and thank him for meeting the delegation.

It was proposed by Cllr Cribbin and seconded by Cllr McDonnell to write to Hugh McGill and thank him his ambulance bay proposal.

Cllr Carroll thanked the delegation and Town Clerk fro attending the meeting.

It was proposed by Cllr McDonnell and seconded by Cllr Carroll to write to Edenderry GAA club to congratulate them on their recent 150years celebrations.

It was proposed by Cllr Hogan and seconded by Cllr Carroll to write to Edenderry Chorale Society on all their recent success in Navan Choral Festival.
It was proposed by Cllr Murrin and seconded by Cllr McDonnell to suspend standing orders
