1. ELECTION OF CATHAOIRLEACH:

Nominations were invited for the position of Cathaoirleach for the year ahead.

Cllr Leahy proposed that Cllr Ormond be elected as Cathaoirleach for the coming year.  The proposal was seconded by Cllr Hennessy-Kennedy.  Cllr Ormond then took the Chair, thanked the members for their support and proceeded with nominations for the position of Leas-Cathaoirleach.
2. ELECTION OF LEAS-CATHAOIRLEACH:

Nominations were invited for the position of Leas-Cathaoirleach.  

On the proposal of Cllr. Leahy and seconded by Cllr. Egan, Cllr. Clendennen was elected as Leas Cathaoirleach.

3. NOMINATION OF 2 REPRESENTATIVES TO THE BOARD OF 

DIRECTORS OF BIRR THEATRE & ARTS CENTRE:

On the Proposal of Cllr Leahy and seconded by Cllr Ormond, Cllr Maher and Cllr Clendennen were appointed as representatives to the Board of Directors of Birr Stage Guild CLG t/a Birr Theatre and Arts Centre.
4. NOMINATION OF 1 REPRESENTATIVE TO BIRR SWIMMING POOL COMMITTEE
On the Proposal of Cllr Leahy and seconded by Cllr Clendennen, Cllr Ormond was appointed as the representative to Birr Swimming Pool Committee Ltd.
5. NOMINATION OF 1 REPRESENTATIVE TO THE SUB PROJECT COMMITTEE

On the Proposal of Cllr Leahy and seconded by Cllr Clendennen, Cllr Maher was appointed as the representative to the SUB Project Committee.
6. NOMINATION OF 2 REPRESENTATIVES TO THE BIRR 20:20 LTD COMMITTEE

On the Proposal of  Cllrs Leahy and Cllr Egan both Cllr Hennessy-Kennedy and Cllr Clendennen were appointed to the Birr 20:20 Ltd Committee and both were seconded by Cllr Maher.
7. FIXING OF SCHEDULE OF MEETINGS
A Draft Schedule of Meetings was circulated and the Executive advised that it was proposed to continue to hold the meetings on the second Monday of every month at 4.30 p.m.  It was agreed that the time of the meeting would remain at 4.30 p.m. and it was further proposed that there would not be a meeting held in December unless there was urgent business to be attended to. The Members agreed with same and on the proposal of Cllr Leahy and seconded by Cllr Ormond the Schedule of Meetings was agreed.  The Members also raised the issue of duplication of reports being presented at both OCC and MD level to the Members and the DOS agreed to bring this matter back to the CPG for discussion.
8. REVIEW OF STANDING ORDERS.

A Copy of current Standing Orders were circulated to the Members.  The issue of the time of Meeting was raised and it was agreed that the meetings would be held at 4.30 p.m. on the second Monday of every month.  The Members enquired if the Standing Orders had been updated to reflect the ability of Members to join the meeting and vote on issues remotely.  The Executive advised that this had not been done and it was agreed to bring the Supplementary Standing Orders to the July meeting for agreement by the Members.
9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The meeting was advised that it is usual that the Cathaoirleach of the MD would sit on the Corporate Policy Group, but for the coming year Cllr Leahy will represent the MD as it is not feasible for Cllr Ormond to do so.  This was agreed, and noted that for the following year it will revert back to the Cathaoirleach being the MD representative.
The Cathaoirleach also advised the Members that any issues they wanted to raise under AOB at the meetings should be notified to the Executive a few days prior to the meeting.

It was noted that the next meeting will be held on Monday 8th July, 2024 at 4.30 p.m.
